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Barber Course 
In 2011, 136 students of Moler Barber college took their state Board Exam and 113 passed 
and received their Barber’s License with an 83% passing rate. All 113 licensed Barbers were 
employed as Barbers within three months after graduation with a 100% placement rate. 

Compensation 
A successful graduate working as a full-time Barber may expect to earn at least $12000 to 
$40,000 per year. The amount of money you earn is based upon where you will work, 
whether you are working on a percentage,hourly, or salary. Most barbers are usually paid 
upon a commission, the norm being 70%. Moler Barber College does not and cannot 
promise or guarantee employment or level of income or wage to any student or graduate. 

Physical Demands 
Barbering is a very stress-free career. Barbers should be in fairly good condition, as most 
these positions required an extensive amount of time on their feet while working on a patron 
with shoulder, arm, and hand muscle movements. 

Safety Requirements 
There are minimal safety risk with use of electrical clippers, sharp shears, and straight razors. 
Handle tools and implement with care to avoid unnecessary injuries. Always test the water 
temperature on the inside of your wrist before applying to the client’s hair, face or scalp. A 
safe work practice includes the maintenance of sanitation standards and the application of 
safety precaution in the workplace environment. Keep your area free of water and oil to 
prevent slipping and electrical hazards. Be aware of your surroundings. 
California Licensing Requirement. 
At least a 10th grade education, not less than 17 years of age at the time of the State Board 
Exam, a valid government issued picture I.D., a valid social security card, completion of 
required hours (1500 hours of Barber) and a passing score of 75% or better on the California 
State Barber Exam. 
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Drug Free Workplace Policy 
Students are prohibited from possessing, using, dispensing, manufacturing, selling or having 
in their possession or control any drug or banned substances while at school. We reserve 
the right to randomly drug test, especially if we have reason to believe you may be under the 
influence. 
Consequence of Positive Test 
Any student who violates the school drug and substance abuse policy shall be permanently 
removed from Moler Barber College. You may transfer any hours accumulated under these 
circumstances; however, hours earned in our Barbering program in most cases will probably 
not be transferred to any other college or university.
