Campus

Saint Katherine College’s campus consists of approximately 9000 square feet of class-
room, laboratory, meeting, and office facilities, in the coastal city of Encinitas, California in
northern San Diego County. The campus is less than two miles from the Pacific Ocean and
30 miles from San Diego International Airport.

Facilities and Equipment

Saint Katherine College currently leases approximately 6500 square feet of instructional
space in five suites, with the option to lease up to 29,000 square feet in its existing, sole
location. An additional 2400 square feet will be leased in October 2011.

The leased professional office space is configured for small and large classroom instruc-
tion, laboratory instruction, library, chapel, student common area, and faculty and adminis-
trative offices.

There are currently six classrooms in three suites, which are outfitted with desks or tables
and chairs or stools, each with wireless internet access. The laboratory additionally has
chemically-resistant work tables and stools, cabinetry with chemically-resistant counter-
tops.

A mobile computer lab is equipped with HP laptops for each student, for computer-aided
mathematics instructions (using electronic versions of "My Math Lab" by Pearson Higher
Education). Headsets are available for music listening courses.
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The library is equipped with two HP desktop personal computers for catalog and research
purposes and a color laser printer for student use.

The laboratory is in the process of becoming equipped with instrumentation, glassware
and equipment needed for future science classes, such as: UV-VIS spectrophotometer,
glassware and micro-glassware sets, fractional distillation apparatus, aprons, aspirators,
balances, beakers, bottle reagent wash, brushes, bottles, burets, test tubes, rubber bulbs,
Bunsen burner, micro caliper, calorimeter, chromatography apparatus and materials,
dessiccator vaccum, de-ionized water system, freezer, gloves, hot plate, ice machine, incu-
bators, lab cards, melting point apparatus, vortex mixer, ultra sonicator, molecular models,
barometers, ovens, pH meter, pipettors, power supplies and gas lamps, safety cabinets,
dissecting kits, compound microscopes, and electrophoresis equipment.

Library Resources

Saint Katherine College has a separate space designated as the Library. Our holdings cur-
rently number approximately 2000 volumes. The library contains each of the required, sup-
plemental and recommended texts for each course being taught. The library is equipped
with two HP desktop personal computers for catalog and research purposes and a color
laser printer for student use. The college offers online research access to student with
digital access to more than 76,000 books and 3 million academic journal, magazine and
newspaper articles from over 300 of the world's leading publishers. Additionally, Saint
Katherine College students have access to at least two of the libraries at the University of
California at San Diego, the nearest public university, namely the Science and Engineering
Library, and the Social Sciences and Humanities Library. The UCSD library also offers on-
site access to e-journals and research databases.

Student Housing

Saint Katherine College leases a limited number of two-bedroom townhome units from Pla-
ya Mar Townhomes at 116 Quail Gardens Drive, Encinitas, CA, 92024 across the street
from the campus. Students may apply for housing for the academic year and/or the sum-
mer. The units are made available to a full-time students on a first-come, first-served basis.
(See Campus Housing Policies below.) Saint Katherine College residential program comple-
ments the educational mission of the school. Students who live in campus townhomes
have certain freedoms and responsibilities. Saint Katherine College prohibits discrimina-
tion on the basis of race, color, national or ethnic origin, or religion. All students are re-
quired to treat all individuals with respect and civility. All resident students must be able to
live in a group setting, understand and respect appropriate boundaries in terms of lifestyle,
noise level, safety, hygiene, common courtesy, and be able to function within the parame-
ters of directed resources. Regulations exist which require those sharing a living unit to be
both cooperative and considerate, and are outlined in the Student Handbook available
from the college main office.

Campus Tour and Admissions Interview

To help determine whether Saint Katherine College may be the right school for them, pro-
spective students and their families are invited to have an individual tour of the Saint Kath-
erine College campus with a member of the college staff, who will address their questions
about the College.

Many prospective students, particularly those who live outside San Diego County, arrange
to have their admissions interview on the day of their college tour. Those who are unable to
visit the school should arrange to have their interview conducted by phone. To schedule the
interview and, if possible and desired, arrange for a campus tour, prospective students
should send an email to admissions@stkath.org or call the school at 760-943-1107 and
ask for the Admissions Office.

Although people typically visit the campus and participate in the interview prior to submit-
ting their application materials, they may do so after. Please note, however, that as stated
above, applications will not be reviewed until Saint Katherine College receives all required
documents and the prospective student has completed his or her official admissions inter-
view.

Application

Saint Katherine College offers acceptance to applicants on a rolling basis. The deadline to
submit a completed application to the College is August 15, 2011 for the Fall Semester
and December 15, 2011 for the Spring Semester.

To apply to Saint Katherine College, prospective students need to do the following:

(1) Complete the on-line application form at <https://www.applyweb.com/apply/stkath/>;

(2) Undergo a formal on-campus or phone interview with a Saint Katherine College admis-
sions officer who will assess the applicant’s goodness of fit with Saint Katherine Col-
lege;

(3) Submit the following documents to Saint Katherine College, Admissions Office, 681 En-
cinitas Blvd, Room 311, Encinitas, California 92024:
a. Official proof of high school graduation (for applicants who have fewer than 60 po-

tential transferable semester credits or 90 such quarter units from a regionally ac-
credited college, including those who seek to be entering freshmen)
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b. Official high school transcript (for applicants who have fewer than 60 potential trans-
ferable semester credits or 90 such quarter units from a regionally accredited col-
lege, including those who seek to be entering freshman)

c. Official transcripts from all prior colleges (for any applicant who has completed at
least one college course at a school other than Saint Katherine College)

d. Two letters of recommendation:

e One letter that addresses the applicant’s aptitude for college-level scholarship,
which is written by someone qualified to assess the applicant’s academic poten-
tial (e.g., a teacher, guidance counselor)

¢ One pastoral letter that describes the applicant’s moral character, personal values
and capacity to contribute to and benefit from a small, Orthodox Christian, liberal
arts college, which is written by a member of the clergy or, in lieu of a member of

the clergy, another responsible adult who knows the applicant well.

e. Student admissions essay. The 250-word-minimum essay should address the follow-
ing questions: How would studying at Saint Katherine College benefit you, and how
would you contribute to the Saint Katherine College community?

Applications will not be reviewed until Saint Katherine College receives all required docu-
ments and the prospective student has completed his or her official admissions interview.

Documents submitted for admission are entered into the applicant’s permanent file and
cannot be returned.

Admissions Criteria

Admission to Saint Katherine College is competitive. Saint Katherine College seeks stu-
dents from a variety of backgrounds with strong academic preparation who can contribute
to and benefit from the college's scholastic and extracurricular programs. The most im-
portant factors in the admissions decision are the applicant’s academic record (including
courses taken and grades attained) and standardized test scores. Other factors which may
be considered include leadership potential, extracurricular and service-related activities,
special talents, and the ability to enrich and be enriched by the campus community.

The College admits qualified applicants without regard to gender, age, race, national origin,
or physical handicap. Within those parameters, Saint Katherine College reserves the right
to deny admission to any application and to change entrance requirements without prior
notice.
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Foreign Credentials

A detailed evaluation by a recognized credentials evaluation service is required for all docu-
ments submitted from foreign institutions. The evaluation must include degrees and the
U.S. equivalence, grades, credits, and overall grade point average. A translation is not suffi-
cient. If English was the primary language of instruction at the institution, the evaluation
should indicate this. A list of accepted credentials evaluators is available upon request
from the Admissions Office.

Minimum Qualifications for Entering Freshman or Those With Fewer than 60 Transferable
Semester Credits

Proof of High School Graduation. Acceptable proof of high school graduation includes
an official transcript from an accredited secondary school indicating graduation or of-
ficial results showing that the applicant has passed either the General Educational
Development (GED) or the California High School Proficiency (CHSPE) exam. Appli-
cants who submit an official transcript from an accredited college showing the award
of an associate’s or bachelor’s degree are not required to submit secondary school
transcripts.

Home-schooled Applicants. Home-schooled applicants must meet the admissions re-
quirements detailed above. In lieu of high school transcripts, an official high school
equivalency exam score may be submitted. If available, a transcript of the applicant’s
home-schooling progress should be sent as part of the application.

Academic Record. A student’s high school academic record is a key factor in the ad-
missions decision for entering freshman and those who have completed fewer than
60 potentially transferable semester credits. In general, students should have taken a
rigorous selection of college preparatory or higher-level courses throughout their four
years of high school. The most promising candidates for admission will have demon-
strated solid achievement in five or more academic subjects each year.

Minimum preparation includes the following:
3.0 minimum un-weighted high school GPA
« 920 Critical Reading/Math score on the SAT | or a Composite 19 score on the ACT
« Completion of all of the following high school coursework:
« 4 years of English
e 3 years of math
« 2-4 years of one foreign language
« 2 years of science

« 2 years of social science
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Minimum Qualifications for Transfer Applicants

To gain admission to Saint Katherine College as a transfer student, applicants must have
earned a minimum of 3.0 college GPA from a regionally accredited college.

To make admission decisions, Saint Katherine College looks at the following:

High school grades and test scores

Graduation from high school

College courses and grades

Whether student was in good standing at the last college or university attended.

Students who have not completed the college preparatory subjects required for freshman
admission while in high school must make up the deficiencies before transferring to Saint
Katherine College.

Probationary Admission

Saint Katherine College is dedicated to the success of its students and may grant proba-
tionary admission to applicants who fall short of the minimum qualifications for admission
but demonstrate academic promise through some combination of grades, standardized
test scores, letters of recommendation, or intellectual accomplishments. Probation allows
the College the opportunity to work closely with students, providing assistance to enhance
academic performance.

Probation brings with it some specific requirements that must be met. Each applicant ad-
mitted on probation will receive an acceptance letter that outlines the full terms of proba-
tion. These terms include that they must achieve a minimum grade point average of 2.5 in
their first semester while maintaining 85% attendance and regular weekly contact with
specified members of Saint Katherine College’s academic staff. If at the end of the first se-
mester these terms have been met, the student will be removed from probation. If the
terms have not been met, however, the student's instructors will be asked for their input as
to whether the probation should be extended to the end of the first year or whether the stu-
dent should not be invited to return for a second semester.

Admission Notification

Saint Katherine College operates on a rolling admissions schedule and makes every at-
tempt to send a notification of acceptance or of non-acceptance within 60 days of receipt
of a completed application. All offers of admission to incoming freshman students are con-
tingent upon satisfactory completion of their senior year high school courses and a continu-
ing record of good character. Saint Katherine College reserves the right to withdraw an ac-
ceptance for unsatisfactory academic performance or social behavior.

Counseling and Referrals

Counselors assist students and their families in resolving a wide variety of problems.

Saint Katherine College Chapel

The Chapel is located in Room No. 305 and is open from 8 a.m. - 5 p.m. daily for private
prayer and reflection. On Tuesdays and Thursdays, from 11:00-11:45 a.m. the entire col-
lege meets for a chapel service (Prayers of the 6th Hour) and a speaker.

Chaplains
The College Chaplains have been assigned by our local bishops to assist students, faculty,

and staff in their spiritual growth on campus. In particular chaplains offer the following:

They help coordinate the liturgical life on campus
They assist the President and the Dean in Spiritual Formation of students.
They offers spiritual counsel, guidance and friendship to students, faculty and staff.

OCF (Orthodox Christian Fellowship)

The OCF (Orthodox Christian Fellowship) is a national organization that promotes Orthodox
Christian brotherhood on college campuses. As Saint Katherine College is an Orthodox
Christian college, our OCF chapter seeks to unite all of the Orthodox Students in the San
Diego Area. OCF meets weekly on the campus of Saint Katherine College on Thursday
evenings, for dinner, discussion, presentations and other activities.

Student Government and Leadership
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Saint Katherine College provides vital training for the future leaders of our community.
Leaders will help address student concerns and promote student unity. Elected represent-
atives of the students are the unified voice of the student body, acting on behalf of the stu-
dents to promote unity, charity, understanding, and camaraderie amongst the students,
while being the channel to voice the concerns of the students to the administration and
faculty, with the purpose of entering into dialogue with them and finding a solution. The
Leadership Team is always available to help students with concerns about their fellow stu-
dents, faculty members, or staff.

students’ rights

Students’ Right to Cancel

Students who rescind their decision to enroll at Saint Katherine College by providing a writ-
ten notification of withdrawal to the Office of the Registrar before (a) any of their courses
meet for a second class session or (b) the seventh day after enrollment, whichever is later,
will be entitled to a 100% refund of all non-federal financial aid monies paid less the $100
enrollment fee, Student Tuition Recovery Fund fee, and housing deposit.

California Student Tuition Recovery Fund

California law (Education Code Section 94909) mandates that upon enrollment a fee be
assessed relative to the cost of tuition for students who meet the Student Tuition Recovery
Fund (STRF) requirements described below. These fees support the STRF, which is a spe-
cial fund established by the California legislature to reimburse students who might other-
wise experience a financial loss as a result of untimely school closure.

You must pay the state-imposed assessment for the Student Tuition Recovery Fund (STRF)
if all the following applies to you:

1. You are a student who is a California resident, or are enrolled in a residency pro-
gram, and prepay all or part of your tuition either by cash, guaranteed student loans,
or personal loans, and

2. Your total charges are not paid by any third party payer such as an employer, gov-
ernment program or other payer unless they have a separate agreement to repay
the third party.

You are not eligible for protection from the STRF and you are not required to pay the STRF
assessment if either of the following applies:

1. You are not a California resident, or are not enrolled in a residency program, or
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2. Your total charges are paid by a third party, such as an employer, government pro-
gram, or other payer and you have no separate agreement to repay the third party.

The State of California created the Student Tuition Recovery Fund (STRF) to relieve or miti-
gate economic losses suffered by students who are California residents, or are enrolled in a
residency program attending certain schools regulated by the Bureau for Private Postsec-
ondary and Vocational Education.

You may be eligible for STRF if you are a California resident or are enrolled in a residency
program, prepaid tuition, paid the STRF assessment, and suffered an economic loss as a
result of any of the following:

1. The school closed before the course of instruction was completed.

2. The school's failure to pay refunds or charges on behalf of a student to a
third party for license fees or any other purpose or to provide equipment or
materials for which a charge was collected within 180 days before the clo-
sure of the school.

3. The school's failure to pay or reimburse loan proceeds under a federally guar-
anteed student loan program as required by law or to pay or reimburse pro-
ceeds received by the school prior to closure in excess of tuition and other
cost.

4. There was a material failure to comply with the Act or this Division within 30
days before the school closed or, if the material failure began earlier than 30
days prior to closure, the period determined by the Bureau.

5. Aninability after diligent efforts to prosecute, prove, and collect on a judg-
ment against the institution for a violation of the Act.

It is important that enrollees in the STRF keep a copy of this enrollment agreement, contract,
tuition receipts, and canceled checks. They are encouraged to document the total amount of
tuition paid and keep records that will show the percentage of each course or degree that they
have completed. Such records would substantiate a claim for reimbursement from the STRF,
which, to be considered, must be filed within sixty (60) days following school closure.

Notice of Non-discrimination

Saint Katherine College is a private Christian college of liberal arts and sciences open to
any qualified student. In a manner consistent with all applicable laws and regulations in-
cluding Title VI of the Civil Rights Act of 1964, Title IX of the Educational Amendments of
1972 and Section 504 of the Rehabilitation Act of 1973, the Americans with Disabilities
Act of 1990 (ADA) or other federal, state or local laws or executive orders, Saint Katherine
College does not discriminate in admission, employment or administration of its programs
on the basis of race, color, gender, age, creed, national origin, ancestry, disability, religion,
belief or veteran status. This includes but is not limited to admission, employment, finan-

Saint Katherine College complies with the Family Educational Rights and Privacy Act
(FERPA). This Act protects the privacy of educational records, establishes the right of stu-
dents to inspect and review their educational records and provides guidelines for the cor-
rection of inaccurate or misleading data through informal and formal hearings. Questions
concerning the Family Educational Rights and Privacy Act may be referred to the Office of
the Registrar.

If students have evidence indicating that Saint Katherine College has failed to comply with
the act and feel aggrieved, they may file a complaint with the FERPA Office (FERPA) by call-
ing the FERPA Office at the following number: 202-260-3887.

Statement on Academic Freedom

Saint Katherine College is committed to fostering an educational atmosphere that is condu-
cive to the pursuit of knowledge and the preservation of intellectual freedom. The College
strongly believes that academic freedom is a fundamental condition necessary for pursuit
of truth, knowledge and meaning. Saint Katherine College is a community of learners—
faculty, students and staff who strive to promote, foster and sustain academic freedom
through educational activities that are pursued using good judgment and that are rooted
firmly in the College’s social responsibility to enhance student learning.

Student Grievances

Saint Katherine College students are entitled to equitable and respectful treatment by the
institution and its representatives (i.e., administrators, faculty, and staff). Students who
believe that their rights have been violated are authorized to appeal to the College to adju-
dicate their grievances through a fair, timely, and non-threatening process. In light of the
important role that student grievance adjudication plays in establishing and maintaining
the institution’s integrity, a distinct section of the catalog is devoted to it, which can be
found after the section on Student Responsibilities.
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students’ responsibilities

Saint Katherine College Academic Honor Code

The school’s academic honor code is as follows: “As a Saint Katherine College student, |
will act with honesty, integrity, and respect. In making this commitment, | am accountable
to the community and dedicate myself to a life of honor and respect for others."

Saint Katherine College is committed to the ideal of academic integrity and honesty as a
reflection of Christian character. We commit to honesty in all aspects of our work and seek
to establish a community that values serious intellectual engagement and personal faithful-
ness more highly than grades, degrees, or publications. All members of the College commu-
nity, including students, faculty, administration, staff and trustees, have a personal respon-
sibility to uphold the standards of academic integrity. All forms of academic dishonesty are
serious and will not be tolerated. Any instance of academic dishonesty calls into question
the offender’s past work, especially the validity of previous grades, and ultimately the value
of the degree earned, thereby defrauding the entire College community.

A breach of academic integrity includes the following:
o Plagiarism: Intentionally or unintentionally presenting another’s ideas as one’s own
« Using the exact language of someone else without the use of quotation marks and/or
without attributing the words to the author by citing him or her
« Presenting the sequence of ideas or arranging the material of someone else even
though such is expressed in one's own words , without giving appropriate acknowledg-
ment to the author
« Claiming authorship for a paper one did not write, including buying, stealing, borrowing
a paper or copying a paper or article from the Web
« Unpermitted collaboration in preparing assignments
« Cheating on a quiz or exam by any means
Obtaining and/or distributing examination materials prior to exams without the con-
sent of the professor
Submitting identical work for two different courses without both professors’ agreement
Falsifying records
Helping another student engage in an act of dishonesty
Failing to report to the Dean a known instance of another student’s violation of this
policy
e Submitting another’s work as one’s own

Instructors have the authority to use plagiarism detection software and the discretion to
decide when to use it. Faculty who have grounds to believe that a student has engaged in
an act of academic dishonesty must provide a written report of the lapse of integrity and
the evidence of the infraction to the Academic Dean who will conduct an investigation.

Should the Dean deem that the student has violated the Academic Integrity Policy, he or
she will, in consultation with the faculty and department heads, who together comprise the
Academic Integrity Committee , is responsible for determining what sanctions to impose .
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The severity of the sanction will be matched to the severity of the infraction and the offend-
er’s past record. Sanctions may include a failing grade for the assignment or exam, a failing
grade in the course, dismissal for one semester, or, for students who have committed a
sufficiently serious violation or engaged in multiple acts of academic dishonesty, expulsion
from the College.

The catalog’s section on Student Grievances specifies how students may petition the find-
ing that they are guilty of an infraction and/or petition the fairness of the sanction imposed.

Other Student Responsibilities

Students have a number of other responsibilities beyond those detailed above. These in-
clude the following:
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« Repaying all expenses they incur at Saint Katherine College, including repaying loans
plus interest.

« Monitoring and understanding all activity on their billing statement.

« Maintaining consistent access to technology, including maintaining current virus protec-
tion software in order to safeguard the computer systems of those in the Saint Kathe-
rine College community.

« Obtaining and providing Saint Katherine College with an e-mail address that administra-
tors and faculty may use to correspond with them. Because the College may electroni-
cally transmit information that the Family Educational Rights and Privacy Act (FERPA)
considers confidential, such as, financial records, academic records, and course feed-
back, students are expected to provide the school with an e-mail address to which only
they have access. Moreover, they are responsible for viewing their email via a secure
internet connection.

« Notifying Saint Katherine College of any change to the phone number, postal address,
and email address that the school has on record in order for the College to maintain
communication during enrollment and after graduation.

student grievances

Ensuring that students feel that Saint Katherine College treats them equitably and respect-
fully is of paramount concern to the College. To this end, the College has informal and for-
mal processes in place for students to have their grievances considered fairly, rapidly, and
in a non-threatening atmosphere.

A grievance is any matter of student dissatisfaction regarding (a) the College’s policies and
practices or (b) the behavior of a faculty member, administrator, or staff member, except
those pertaining to the following:

e Grades, which shall be subject to the decision of the professor unless related to some
type of suspected discrimination

e Attendance policies and matters of a purely academic nature, which shall be adjudicat-
ed through the Dean of the College

informal procedure

Students who are aggrieved by the way that they have been treated by a Saint Katherine
College administrator, instructor, or staff member are encouraged to discuss their concerns
in a mature, professional tone directly with the other party. Should they be uncomfortable
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engaging directly with the party or, upon speaking with him or her, believe that the accused
party did not address their concern adequately, students may proceed to the formal proce-
dure.

formal procedures

Step 1: Supervisor Conference

If the complaint is not resolved at the informal conference, the student should schedule a
meeting with the accused party’s direct supervisor within ten (10) working days. (The stu-
dent may identify the supervisor by asking the president’s executive assistant.) After meet-
ing with the student, the supervisor will meet with the accused party. The supervisor will
provide a letter to the student and employee within 10 days with his or her decision about
how the matter is to be resolved. The letter will be placed in the complainant's student file
and accused party’s employee file. In addition, it will be kept in Saint Katherine College’s
student complaints file that will be provided to all bodies charged with approving or accred-
iting the College (i.e., the BPPE, the Western Association of Schools and Colleges)

Step 2: President’s Review

Students unsatisfied with the supervisor’s resolution may file a written grievance using a
grievance form obtained from the Office of the Registrar. The completed grievance form
must be submitted to the Office of the President within ten (10) working days after receiv-
ing the letter from the accused party’s supervisor. The Office of the President will refer the
grievance form to the chief administrative officer of the division (if he or she is someone
other than the supervisor of the accused party). The chief administrative officer (or the
president) will read the supervisor’s letter and meet with the student and accused party
independently within ten (10) working days. The president shall respond in writing to the
student and accused party within ten (10) working days after consulting with both parties.
The letter and grievance form will be placed in the respective party’s files and the College’s
files for approval and accrediting bodies. The president’s decision will be final except in
cases of sexual harassment or discrimination. In such cases, the student may elect to con-
tinue the appeal to Step 3.

Step 3: Hearing Committee of the Board of Trustees

If unsatisfied with president’s decision regarding a complaint of sexual harassment or dis-

crimination, the student is invited to submit to the president’s executive assistant within

five (5) business days of the president’s decision a written request for a hearing by the

Board of Trustees. Upon reading the student’s grievance form, the supervisor’s letter, and

the president’s letter, the Board’s Hearing Committee will meet with both parties inde-

pendently (either telephonically or in person). It will respond in writing to the student and

expenses

Students are charged tuition and fees each semester, which are due by the last day of reg-
istration unless the student has opted for the Saint Katherine College Installment Plan or
receives financial aid. (See Payment Plans below.) Tuition and fees may be adjusted each
semester. These changes will be reflected in the Student Enrollment Agreement and Stu-
dent Finance Agreement.

The College reserves the right to adjust the monthly payment at any time if a student’s aid
eligibility changes for any reason, including a program change, new enrollment status or
failure to maintain satisfactory progress. Students are required to pay the full per-credit
tuition cost for any duplicative coursework they elect or are required to take at Saint Kath-
erine College.

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deposits

Enroliment Deposit

In order to enroll as a first-time student at Saint Katherine College, new freshmen and
transfer students must submit a $100 enrollment deposit with their signed Enrollment
Agreement. The deposit confirms students’ place for the upcoming semester. The deposit
is retained during their enroliment to maintain their place as a student. Upon students’
graduation from Saint Katherine College, their enrollment deposit will be applied to any bal-
ance owed or will be refunded if the account has been paid in full. Students who withdraw
from Saint Katherine College prior to graduation forfeit their enrollment deposit.

Housing Deposit

Student housing is limited and will be allocated on a first-come, first-served basis. Those
wishing to live on campus in Fall 2011 should submit a $250 housing deposit at their earli-
est convenience in order to reserve a spot. The deposit for Spring 2012 is due by
12/01/11. The deposit will be returned to those who apply for housing too late to be ac-
commodated. It will be applied to the housing fee of those who secure a room. The deposit
will be forfeited, however, if students cancel their registration at Saint Katherine College,
withdraw or are expelled from school before the semester’s end, are expelled from on-
campus housing, or decide not to live in student housing after submitting the deposit.

payment plans

Cash Plan

Students who do not elect the Installment Plan or receive financial aid from Saint Kathe-
rine College will be enrolled in the Cash Plan.

The Cash Plan requires that 100% of tuition and applicable fees for the semester be paid
by the final day to register (9/9/11 for Fall; 1/13/12 for Spring). The terms and conditions
of payment are not contingent upon such events as students’ receipt of their grades, in-
voices, reimbursement from their employer, military payment voucher, other military fund-
ing, or qualification for or receipt of a private loan.
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Students may choose to have their tuition and/or fees automatically charged to their credit
card. If they select this option, they are required to notify Saint Katherine College in writing
or by confirmed email if their credit card information changes. In the event that a student’s
credit card is declined, an insufficient funds fee will be assessed. A late payment fee may
also be applied to the account.

Students may also pay Saint Katherine College by check. In the event that the check is re-
turned, an insufficient funds fee will be assessed. A late payment fee may also be applied
to the account. Saint Katherine College will not be held liable for any institutional or bank
fees assessed for insufficient funds.

Instaliment Plan

Students who are unable to pay the full tuition prior to the start of the semester may
choose Saint Katherine College’s no-interest Installment Plan. For those on the Installment
Plan, the semester’s tuition will be divided into equal monthly payments, with the initial one
due no later than the final day to register (9/9/11 for Fall and 1/13/12 for Spring) and the
others due no later than the first school day of the subsequent months. All of the semes-
ter’'s fees (including the housing fee for those living on campus) will be due with the first
tuition payment. While no interest is charged to divide tuition payments over the course of
the semester, an administrative fee will be assessed for each semester that a student elects
this option. A late fee will be assessed for each month when a student fails to meet the due
date. Students on the Financial Aid Plan may also be eligible for the Installment Plan.

Financial Aid Plan

Saint Katherine College provides financial aid to students based on the following consider-
ations: financial need, academic excellence, and willingness to participate in on-campus
work study.

Application. To apply for financial aid, students must complete the following two
forms available at <www.stkath.org>:

« Saint Katherine College Application for Financial Aid, and
o Master Promissory Note for the Saint Katherine College Undergraduate Loan
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Receipt of Aid. Students whom Saint Katherine College deems eligible for financial
aid must complete the legally binding Student Finance Agreement form to receive the aid.
Students whose financial aid package includes one or more loans must additionally under-
go an on-campus Loan Entrance Counseling session with a Student Financial Services Ad-
visor to receive the loans.

Compliance. Students whose financial aid package includes one or more loans are
responsible for repaying the full amount of the loan plus interest (as specified in the Stu-
dent Finance Agreement), less the amount of any refund that they may be due.

Students who fail to comply with the Student Finance Agreement may not only be barred
from course registration but may also be subject to administrative withdrawal, late fees,
and referral to a collections agency.

Title IV. The college does not currently participate in federal or state financial aid
programs.

Loans. If the student obtains a loan to pay for an educational program, the student
will have the responsibility to repay the full amount of the loan plus interest, less the
amount of any refund.

refunds

Students who officially withdraw from Saint Katherine College before 11/8/11 (Fall Se-
mester) or 03/17/12 (Spring Semester)—that is, before 60% of the semester has tran-
spired—and who have paid tuition and fees to cover more than this period are entitled to a
refund. Refunds are made according to the following schedule as set forth by the California
Private Postsecondary Education Act of 2009:

Right To Cancel Period. As noted above in Students’ Right to Cancel, students who
provide written notification of withdrawal to the Office of the Registrar before (a) any of
their courses meet for a second class session or (b) the seventh day after enroliment,
whichever is later, will be entitled to a 100% refund of all non-federal financial aid monies
paid to Saint Katherine College less any non-refundable fees incurred (see Expenses for
2011-12 Academic Year).

Mid-semester Period. Students who provide written notification of withdrawal to the
Office of the Registrar after the “Right To Cancel” period but by 11/7/11 for the Fall Se-
mester or 03/16/12 for the Spring Semester (the end of the ninth week of the 15-week

semester) will only be held financially liable to Saint Katherine College for the costs associ-
ated with the number of class weeks that have transpired between the semester’s first day
of classes and their withdrawal date. This interval will be considered students’ registration
period. The registration period is not based on the actual date a student registered for the
semester or whether or not they attended classes; instead, it is based on the number of
weeks between (1) when the semester starts, which is the first day of classes, and (2a) for
Fall Semester: the Monday of students’ official withdrawal date, if the date falls on a Mon-
day, or the Monday prior to the official withdrawal date, if the date does not fall on a Mon-
day or (2b) for Spring Semester: the Friday of students’ official withdrawal date, if the date
falls on a Friday, or the Friday prior to the official withdrawal date, if the date does not fall
on a Friday.

Students whose payments to the College for the semester have exceeded the costs in-
curred for their enrollment period will be entitled to a pro rata refund. Those whose enroll-
ment period costs have exceeded their payments will be required to pay the balance owed
to Saint Katherine College.

Because full-time students’ tuition amounts to $500 per week, the College will determine
the tuition a full-time student has accrued by multiplying the number of full weeks—those
starting on Tuesday and ending on Monday for Fall and those starting on a Monday and
ending on a Friday for Spring (regardless of whether there was a one- or two-day school clo-
sure during the week)—in the student’s registration period by $500. Because part-time stu-
dents owe $34 per credit per week, the College will determine the tuition part-time stu-
dents have accrued by multiplying the number of full weeks in students’ registration period
by $34 for each credit for which they were enrolled.

The College will calculate the fees students incurred by dividing the sum of the semester’s
refundable fees by 15 (i.e., the number of weeks in the semester) and then multiplying the
dividend by the number of full weeks in their registration period.

Students’ balances will be computed by subtracting the tuition and refundable fees they
accrued during their registration period from the amount of tuition and refundable fees
they paid.

Students owed a refund will be sent their reimbursement within 30 calendar days of their
withdrawal date. Students who have a balance due on their account will have 60 calendar
days from their withdrawal date to pay Saint Katherine College.

Post-refund Period. Students who provide written notice of withdrawal to the Office
of the Registrar after 11/07/11 for the Fall 2011 Semester, after 03/16/12 for the Spring
Semester, or who fail to provide any written notice will not be eligible for a refund. Moreo-
ver, they will be held liable for tuition and fees for the full semester (even if they have
stopped attending classes).
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employee within thirty (30) working days. The letter will be placed in the respective student,
employee, and Saint Katherine College approval/accrediting files. The decision of the
Board of Trustees in sexual harassment and discrimination cases is final.

Step 4: Filing a Complaint with the Bureau for Private Postsecondary Education

academic policies & procedures

basic information

The Academic Year

The academic year consists of a Fall and a Spring Semester, each of which is fifteen weeks
long. Saint Katherine College uses semester credit hours as the measurement of all course
work.

The academic week runs from Monday through Friday. All scheduling and processing dead-
lines are assigned to specific weeks in the semester and are referenced as weeks one

through fifteen.

Credits and Clock Hours

The following terms refer to classroom contact hours and credit hours:

One contact hour One 50-minute class session
One clock hour One contact hour

One semester credit hour 15 hours of lecture or 30 hours of lab or 75 hours of intern-
ship

Student Academic Classifications

o Cohort. Cohort classifications are made at the start of each semester:

« Degree-seeking or Non-matriculating. Students at Saint Katherine College may be ei-
ther degree-seeking or non-matriculating students.

o Degree-seeking. Degree-seeking students are those who have been admitted by
Saint Katherine College into its undergraduate degree program and who are en-
rolled in a degree program. All degree-seeking students must be enrolled in at least
one course every semester or be on an official leave of absence. (See Leave of Ab-
sence below.) Otherwise, they will be withdrawn from their program. Degree-seeking
students who have been withdrawn but wish to return should contact the Admis-
sions Department.

« Non-matriculating. Non-matriculating students are those who have not been admit-
ted to a degree program but have been approved to take courses at Saint Katherine
College. They may take classes to earn credit if and when they are eligible for admis-
sion to a degree program or may do so solely for personal enrichment. Prerequisite
requirements apply for non-matriculating students, and must be met for all courses
unless waived by the appropriate department chairperson or Dean of the College. Non-
matriculating students must complete a new enrollment agreement for every term at-
tended. Applicable credit hours earned while enrolled as a non-matriculating student
will be included in all program reviews if the student is subsequently admitted.

« Full- and Part-Time. Degree-seeking students are classified as full-time or part-time
students depending on the number of credit hours for which a student is enrolled that
semester. Enrollment status categories are as follows:

o FUIEIME oo 12 or more credit hours
o Three-quAarter-time ........cccoovveereee e 9 to 11 credit hours
o Half-tiMe ..o 6 to 8 credit hours
e Less than half-time ..o fewer than 6 credit hours

Course Load

Sixteen credits per semester is considered a normal student load, though full-time students
may take a minimum of 12 and maximum of 18 credits. Regardless of the number of cred-
its full-time students take, they pay the full-time tuition, which is based on 15 credits (@
$500/credit for 2011-12). By contrast, students who take fewer than 12 units and, hence,
are enrolled part-time, pay the per credit rate (@ $500/credit for 2011-12). Students on
academic probation or probationary admission are limited to a maximum load of 14 semes-
ter hours until their probationary status has been removed.
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Educational Delivery Format and Location

All courses are offered in the traditional on-campus, in-person format. Classes will be held
at 681 Encinitas Blvd., Room 311, Encinitas, CA 92024.

acceptance of credits

Previous College Coursework

Saint Katherine College accepts credit for the following: previous college coursework, Ad-
vanced Placement (AP) and College Level Proficiency Examination Program (CLEP) results.
Credit for previous college coursework is awarded as transfer credit while credit for AP or
CLEP is awarded as proficiency credit. Proficiency credits count towards fulfillment of lower
division course requirements, but do not affect a student's grade point average. There is
no fee for transferring proficiency credits. Saint Katherine College does not award credit
for previous experiential, life or work experience.

Transfer Credit

Applicants must submit official transcripts from all prior colleges attended. Transcripts from
regionally and nationally accredited colleges and universities will be evaluated for possible
transfer credit. Courses graded C (2.0) or above will be considered for transfer credit. Cred-
it will be granted for courses equivalent in content and equal in credit hours to courses re-
quired for the program of enrollment. Applicants should be prepared to provide a course
catalog or course descriptions if needed. Catalogs will be retained by the College to sub-
stantiate any award of credit. Applicants who have attended foreign colleges and universi-
ties must submit an official evaluation from a recognized credentials evaluation service.
The evaluation must include degree awarded and U.S. equivalence, grades, credit hours,
and overall grade point average. If English was the primary language of instruction, this
should be indicated on the evaluation. A list of accepted credentials evaluators is available
from the Admissions department.

Applicants should ensure that their transcripts arrive at the College at least one week prior
to registration to allow sufficient time for the evaluation prior to scheduling. Transcripts and
credentials evaluations should be mailed directly from the institution to: Saint Katherine
College, Admissions Office, 681 Encinitas Blvd., Room 311, Encinitas, CA 92024

Hand-delivered documents will be accepted as official only if they are received in the origi-
nal sealed envelope. A preliminary evaluation may be made based upon an unofficial tran-
script, but an official transcript is required prior to the actual award of credit.
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If a student chooses to waive the award of transfer credit for specific coursework, a written
request will be required. It is suggested that the student first discuss such waivers with his
or her Financial Aid Advisor as such a waiver may have financial aid ramifications.

Advanced Placement Credit (AP)

Students who have successfully completed Advanced Placement (AP) courses in high
school with a grade of “C” or above and have passed the corresponding Advanced Place-
ment Tests of the College Entrance Examination Board with a score of four or better may
receive credit in the following fields: art, biology, chemistry, economics, English, French,
German, Spanish, geography, history, music, physics, political science, and statistics. A
three or higher is required in calculus. Submission of an official score report and high
school transcript is required.

International Baccalaureate (IB)

Students earning a score of four or greater on Higher Level examinations may receive four
semester hours of credit in biology, literature or philosophy. A score of five or greater is re-
quired for credit in foreign languages. No credit is awarded for Standard Level examina-
tions. Scores should be sent to the Office of Admissions.

College-Level Examination Program (CLEP)

The College-Level Examination Program (CLEP) of the College Board enables students to
earn college credit by examination. Students desiring credit by examination must earn a
scaled score of 50 on the General Examinations or the Subject Area Examinations. Credit
may be awarded in the following areas: foreign language, history and social sciences, sci-
ence, or English Composition with Essay. Scores should be sent to the Office of Admissions.

course registration and attendance

Prerequisites

Students may only register for classes for which they have successfully completed all re-
quired prerequisites. Students wishing to request a waiver of a one-semester prerequisite
may submit an approved Prerequisite Waiver form with their course registration form.
Forms are available at the Registrar's Office.
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Course Registration

Students are expected to register for themselves on the designated days in August and Jan-

uary. Registration information is available to all students. Registration includes academic
advising, selection of courses and payment of fees. Before preregistration or registration,
each student should consult with his/her aca-
demic advisor on course selection, Integrated

Core requirements, concentration and other
degree requirements. However, it is the re-
sponsibility of the student, not the academic
advisor, to ensure that all college graduation
requirements are met. Registration is for an
entire course, and a student who begins a
course must complete it except in unusual
circumstances. Unless the student and
his/her advisor consider it essential, a stu-
dent should not change his/her schedule af-
ter registration.

Changes in Class and Schedule

Saint Katherine College reserves the right to
cancel or discontinue any course because of
low enrollment or for other reasons deemed
necessary. In order to assure quality instruc-
tion, the university reserves the right to close
registration when the maximum enrollment

has been reached. The College reserves the right to make changes in schedule and/or fac-

ulty when necessary.

Auditing a Course

Students wishing to take a course for their own enrichment but not for credit may request
audit status at the time of registration or before the close of the registration amendment
period. The request should be directed to the Registrar’s Office. Tuition for the course will
be charged at the student’s standard tuition rate. Upon completion of the course, a ‘V’ will
be entered on the student’s transcript to indicate audit, and credit hours completed in the
course will not be included towards graduating nor used in the calculation of the grade
point average. Audit status cannot be changed to for credit status after the end of the regis-

tration amendment period.
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Independent Study

Students may engage in independent study of catalog courses and special topics. Independ-
ent Study is limited to Saint Katherine College juniors and seniors except by special permis-
sion. A course may not be repeated by Independent Study. Details concerning the procedure
for developing an Independent Study proposal may be obtained in the Registrar’s Office.

Attendance

Successful students recognize the importance of class attendance and participation. Good
attendance is the key to good grades! Saint Katherine College has a mandatory attendance
policy that applies to all students. This attendance policy has been formulated to allow for
unusual circumstances while ensuring that each student attends class a sufficient amount
of time to acceptably master the subject.

Attendance for classes conducted on campus is based upon the student’s physical pres-
ence in class. Students are expected to be present at the beginning of each class meeting
and to remain for the entire session. Students who come to a class 10 minutes or more
after it starts are considered tardy. Partial attendance may be given to students who arrive
late or leave early, at the professor's discretion.

Students who miss all classes for two consecutive weeks prior to Friday of the seventh
week of the semester without prior approval from the Dean's office will be withdrawn from
their degree program. Students who stop attending class after that date will receive grades
based upon the full semester’s assignments.

If a student is withdrawn from a course or from their program due to attendance, the stu-
dent has the right to petition the Dean's office for reinstatement. Petitions for Course and
Program Reinstatement are available at the Registrar's office. and on the Saint Katherine
College Student Portal. Petitions must be submitted within seven days of the date of the
notification letter or within three days of notification by email.

Absence from Tests and Examinations

Students who miss scheduled tests and examinations without excusable reasons (such as
death or illness in the immediate family, unexpected job changes, and other significant,
unexpected events or situations) may not make up such assignments. Authorization to
make up tests missed for excusable reasons is obtained from the professor of the class.
Final examinations are held during week fifteen of each term and the scheduled date and
time should not be changed for individual students or classes without prior approval from
the Dean or department chair. This permission is ordinarily not given except on the basis of
a medical statement.
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Make-up Work

Allowing late submission of missed coursework is solely at the discretion of the instructor.
Professors will include on each course syllabus their make-up policy for late or missing as-
signments. Full, partial, or no credit may be given for the make-up work based on the in-
structor’s published policy.

drops, withdrawals, and leaves of absence

First Week Drop Policy

Students who do not attend any classes during week one of any semester without prior
written approval from the Academics Office will be withdrawn from their program. Students
may appeal for reinstatement to the Academics Office. All requests for reinstatement must
be received no later than Friday of week three of the affected semester. Documentation
must be provided as to the reason for the absence. Students will not be dropped from indi-
vidual classes if they attend any one of their scheduled classes during the first week of the
term.

Students who wish to withdraw from Saint Katherine College must notify the Office of the
Registrar in writing. Except under extraordinary circumstances, enrolled students who nev-
er attend a class or who stop attending one or more classes prior to the end of the semes-
ter but who do not submit a letter of withdrawal to the Office of the Registrar will not re-
ceive any refund for the semester. They will also be held liable for all unpaid tuition and
fees incurred during or prior to the semester. At the start of the second or subsequent se-
mester at Saint Katherine College, the Office of the Registrar will officially withdraw stu-
dents who do not meet the ongoing enrollment requirements described in Ongoing Enroll-
ment above.

Registration Amendment

Students wishing to change their class schedule after registration may do so by submitting
a Registration Amendment form to the Registrar's Office. Students may drop courses be-
fore Monday of week one of the relevant semester. Students may add classes through Fri-
day prior to the first day of the semester.

Students must present these forms in person or by fax. Forms left when the office is not
open will not be processed. Registration Amendment forms will be processed while stu-
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dents are present and students will receive updated schedules. Students should check
their schedules for accuracy before leaving the office.

Courses removed from a student’s schedule on or before Monday of week one will not be
recorded on the transcript of classes, nor will the credits for those courses be used in the
calculation of tuition charges for the semester. Students may not add classes after the end
of the registration amendment period. Students must get pre-approval from Student Fi-
nance to make any registration amendment that will change their status as a full- or part-
time student.

Course Withdrawal

During the semester, students may withdraw from courses from Monday of week two
through Friday of week seven. Courses dropped during this period will receive the grade of
‘W’ and no adjustment will be made in the tuition charges for the semester, unless the stu-
dent is withdrawing from all courses. No course withdrawals are allowed after Friday of
week seven.

Students are strongly encouraged to meet with an Academic Advisor to discuss the aca-
demic ramifications of withdrawing from a course. Course withdrawals may have an impact
upon a student’s financial aid eligibility and students considering a course withdrawal that
will change their enrollment status would be wise to consult with a Student Finance Advi-
sor. Excessive course withdrawals will adversely impact a student’s ability to make satisfac-
tory academic progress.

Withdrawing from the College

Students who wish to withdraw from Saint Katherine College must notify the Office of the
Registrar in writing. Students who elect to withdraw from the school may be entitled to a
refund of tuition and fees. The effective date for determining a refund is the date when the
Office of the Registrar receives the student’s written notification of withdrawal (heretofore
referred to as the “withdrawal date”). Students may not attend any class after that time.

Except under extraordinary circumstances, enrolled students who do not submit a letter of
withdrawal to the Office of the Registrar will not receive a refund for the semester. They will
also be held liable for all unpaid tuition and fees incurred while a Saint Katherine College
student.

At the beginning of each semester, the Office of the Registrar will officially withdraw stu-
dents who fail to meet the ongoing enroliment requirements described above.

Leaves of Absence

Leaves of Absence are granted for a maximum of 1 year. Students who take a leave of ab-
sence for reasons other than medical or other family emergency (such as a death in the
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immediate family) may have their housing privileges relinquished. Students who fail to re-
turn from an approved leave of absence will be withdrawn from the College. Students who
fail to register without approval for a leave will be withdrawn from the College. Only stu-
dents who are degree-seeking, have completed at least one semester of study, and have
maintained a minimum grade point average of 2.5 are eligible to apply for a Leave of Ab-
sence. Please note that if you request a leave of absence in the middle of a semester, you
will be withdrawn from the courses for which you registered and will receive a permanent W
on your transcript for each class.

Resuming Studies

Students who wish to resume their degree program studies after a period of non-
attendance (either after Withdrawal from the College or from an official Leave of Absence)
may file a Petition to Resume. Upon approval by Student Accounts and Academics Depart-
ment, students in good standing will be allowed to resume as degree-seeking students.
Students who are not in good standing may petition for a probationary resume. Students
granted a probationary resume will be removed from probation upon successful fulfillment
of the terms of probation, while those who do not fulfill those terms will be subject to dis-
missal.

Students who have been inactive for more than two semesters must also complete a new
application and enrollment agreement. These students will be responsible for the applica-
tion and registration fee. The resume process should be started at least one month prior to
the first day of the semester in which the student plans to return. Resuming students are
subject to the terms and conditions in effect at the time of their resume.

Changing Programs

Occasionally students find that their educational or professional goals have changed, and
that a different field of study is better suited for their future success. Students may change
their program of study when registering for a new term. Students on probation must have
approval from the Academics Department prior to changing programs. Students will be re-
quired to sign an enrollment agreement applicable to the new program and will be subject
to the college tuition and refund policies in effect at the time of the change.

Program changes can often result a delayed graduation and may affect financial aid eligibil-
ity. It is strongly recommended that aid recipients consult with a Financial Aid Advisor prior
to making the decision to change programs. Credit earned for courses that are common to
both the old and the new programs will apply toward the new program. Students may meet
with an Academic Advisor to review applicable credit.
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Dismissal

The college reserves the right to suspend or dismiss any student(s) when it believes that
such action is in the best interest of the institution and/or the student(s). This action will
take place only after careful consideration with the student(s) in question and all other par-
ties with information pertinent to the matter at hand.

grading system
Final Grades

Saint Katherine College uses a 4-point grading system. Letter grades are used to assess
the relative extent to which students achieve course objectives. Letter grades are assigned
at the end of each semester and term grade reports are mailed to all active students. Er-
rors on grade reports must be reported to the Registrar’s Office prior to the end of the suc-
ceeding term.

A grade in the “A” range indicates distinguished performance in a course.

A grade in the “B” range indicates an above-average performance in class.

A grade in the “C” range indicates an average performance in which a basic understanding
of the subject has been demonstrated.

A grade in the “D” range indicates a passing performance despite some deficiencies.
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A grade of “F” indicates failure.

Grades of “A” through “F” are permanent grades and may not be changed except in case of
error. After an instructor has certified a grade to the Registrar, he/she may change it before
the end of the next regular grading period. The change must be made in writing and have
the written approval of the department chair or the Dean of the College. An “I” grade signi-
fies incomplete work because of illness, emergency, extreme hardship or self-paced cours-
es. An “I” grade is normally not given when a student has missed more than 30 percent of
the class work. It is not given for a student missing the final examination unless excused by
the appropriate department chair upon communication from the student. The student re-
ceiving a grade of “I” completes all work no later than the last day of the following semes-
ter. A final grade is submitted to the Registrar by the instructor the following Monday after
this date.

Grade Point Average (GPA)

The semester grade point average is calculated by multiplying grade points by the credit
hour value of a course. The sum total of all such points earned in a semester, divided by
the sum total of credit hours attempted less credit hours withdrawn, equals the term grade
point average. (TGPA).

The cumulative grade point average (CGPA) is calculated in the same way using all grades
and credit hours attempted. The Saint Katherine College grade report and transcript pro-
vide the term grade point averages as well as the cumulative grade point average.

Incompletes

A grade of incomplete indicates that the student has requested and been granted an exten-
sion to complete specific course work by a date determined by the professor, but no later
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than the last day of the subsequent semester. The professor will submit an Incomplete
form with the original grade roster detailing the terms of completion. If the terms provided
on the Incomplete form are not met by the agreed upon date, a grade of ‘F’ will be recorded
unless the professor has stipulated a different grade. If a student registers to repeat a
course for which an incomplete is posted, the Academics Department will accept that regis-
tration as cancellation of the incomplete by the student and the incomplete grade will im-
mediately be converted to a letter grade of ‘F’.

Temporary Grades

‘NR’ on a grade report denotes that the professor did not submit a grade for the student.
The student is encouraged to contact the professor in this case. When the grade is re-
ceived by the Registrar’s Office, the student will be mailed an updated grade report.

Course Repeats

Students receiving a failing grade in a required course must repeat that course within two
terms. Only the highest grade earned will be used in the calculation of the grade point aver-
age and as credit toward program requirements. Students may repeat a course once. If a
second repetition is necessary the student must request approval from the Academics De-
partment. Students repeating a course in which they received a passing grade may not be
eligible to apply financial aid funds as payment for the course. Students are responsible for
the tuition and fee charges for all repeated courses.

Appealing a Grade

Grades are determined by the professor of record and are based upon criteria as specified
in the course syllabi. All course grades except ‘I’ and ‘NR’ are final, and may not be revised
by examination or the submission of additional work after the close of the semester. Stu-
dents who have reason to believe an issued grade is incorrect should first verify with the
Records Department that a data entry error has not occurred. If no error has occurred, stu-
dents may file an appeal by following the grievance policy and procedure outlined in the
Students’ Rights section of this catalog.

All requests for grade changes must be submitted in writing, and all requests must be initi-
ated prior to the close of the succeeding semester. Grade appeals submitted after the
close of the succeeding semester will not be considered.

NOTICE CONCERNING TRANSFERABILITY OF CREDITS AND CREDENTIALS EARNED AT OUR
INSTITUTION

The transferability of credits you earn at Saint Katherine College is at the complete discre-
tion of an institution to which you may seek to transfer. Acceptance of the degree, diploma,
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or certificate you earn at Saint Katherine College is also at the complete discretion of the
institution to which you may seek to transfer. If the credits or degree, diploma or certificate
that you earn at this institution are not accepted at the institution to which you seek to
transfer, you may be required to repeat some or all of your coursework at the institution.
For this reason you should make certain that your attendance at this institution will meet
your educational goals. This may include contacting an institution to which you may seek to
transfer after attending Saint Katherine College to determine if your credits, degree, diplo-
ma, or certificate will transfer. CEC94909(a)(15)

Satisfactory Academic Progress

Student progress is monitored for three standards of progress:
« Qualitative progress (grade point average),
« Quantitative progress (credit hours earned), and

« Timely progress (based on the ratio of the number of total credit hours earned to the
total number of semesters enrolled) .

Students must maintain satisfactory academic progress in all three areas to remain in good
standing, and must be in good standing to graduate.

Regulations mandate that all students must maintain satisfactory academic progress to
remain eligible for federal and state financial aid programs, including loans and grants.

The following guidelines are observed when calculating satisfactory academic progress:
A. All periods of attendance are reviewed,;

B. Attempted credit hours include all withdrawals and dropped courses, remedial cours-
es, repeated courses, and courses with incomplete or failing grades;

C. Transfer credit will be included in the calculation of earned credit hours;

D. If a student changes his or her program of study, coursework not applicable to the
new program will not be included in the calculation of progress.

1. Qualitative

Students must maintain a minimum cumulative grade point average (GPA) of 2.00. Stu-
dents will be reviewed at the close of each semester. A student whose cumulative grade
point average is less than 2.00 at the end of a semester is placed on GPA 1: First Time Pro-
bation for the period of one semester.

If, at the end of the probationary semester:

1. the cumulative grade point average has been raised to 2.00 or higher, the stu-
dent is returned to good academic standing.
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2. the student’s term grade point average is greater than 2.00 and the cumulative
grade point average is still less than 2.00, the student is placed on GPA 2: Contin-
ued Probation for one additional semester.

2.a. A student whose cumulative grade point average has not been raised to at
least 2.00 by the end of this additional semester is dismissed.

3. the student’s term and cumulative grade point average are both less than 2.00,
the student is dismissed.

A student who has been dismissed has the right to petition for reinstatement. Students
who are granted a reinstatement will be placed on GPA 3: Second Continued Probation for
a period of one semester or as determined by the Dean of the College. If at the end of the
probationary period the cumulative grade point average has not been raised to at least 2.0,
the student will be dismissed.

Applicants who are granted a probationary admit to the College are placed on GPA 1: First
Time Probation for their first semester, and are subject to the guidelines above.

2. Quantitative

Students must earn sufficient credit hours to maintain satisfactory academic progress. Stu-
dents will be reviewed at the end of their first academic year (equal to two semesters) and
each semester thereafter. To demonstrate satisfactory progress, students must maintain a
completion rate of at least 70%. The completion rate is calculated by dividing total credit
hours earned by total credit hours attempted.

A student with a completion rate below 70% will be placed on SAP 1: Progress Probation for
a period of one academic year (two semesters).

If, at the end of the probationary period:

1. the student has raised the completion rate to at least 70%, the student is removed
from SAP 1 probation.

2. the student’s completion rate remains below 70%, the student is moved to SAP 2:
Continued Progress Probation for one academic year (two semesters).

2.a. A student whose completion rate remains below 70% at the end of this period
will be dismissed.

A student who has been dismissed has the right to petition for reinstatement. If this peti-
tion is granted, the student will be granted one additional academic year (two semesters)
to achieve a 70% completion rate. The student will be dismissed if his or her completion
rate remains below 70%. A student who raises his or her completion rate to at least 70%
at any time during probation will be removed from SAP: Progress Probation.
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graduation

Graduation Requirements

In order to graduate, students must achieve a minimum cumulative grade point average of
2.0 and successfully complete all required courses and credit hours for their program of
study, as detailed in the Academic Programs chapter in this catalog (a minimum of 120 se-
mester units). No more than fifty percent of the required courses may be completed
through any combination of transfer and/or proficiency credit. The date of graduation will
be the last day of the term in which the degree requirements are fulfilled.

Students must complete the Graduation Petition Packet and pay the graduation fee when
registering for their final semester. Petitions are available from the Academics Department.
The petition process includes Student Finance and Library clearance. Students must meet
their final financial obligations to the College at least 30 days prior to the end of their final
term.

Students who have withdrawn or been withdrawn from the College, have no more than two
courses remaining to complete their program, and wish to complete their degree program
by the submission of transfer credit without taking further credits at Saint Katherine Col-
lege may submit a Petition for Reinstatement, a Graduation Petition Packet, and official
transcripts for the outstanding course work to the Registrar’s Office and submit their gradu-
ation fee to the Cashier. Permission for reinstatement will be granted to students who are
in compliance with the College transfer credit, residency, and graduation policies. The date
of graduation recorded for these students will be at the last day of the semester during
which the documentation is presented.

The transfer credit must be completed and an official transcript submitted to the Registrar
within one year of the last day of attendance. If not completed within this time period, stu-
dents must re-enroll in the college and complete at least 15 semester credit hours in order
to receive their degree from Saint Katherine College.

Earning a Second Saint Katherine College Bachelor’'s Degree

Students who have earned a bachelor’'s degree from Saint Katherine College are eligible to
enroll in another program of study. The College will apply towards the new degree all equiv-
alent courses completed while earning the first degree. Students will work with the Admis-
sions Department to reapply to the College. This includes signing an enrollment agreement
for the new program, and payment of all applicable tuition and fees.

If the student applies within one year of graduation from the initial program, the application

fee will be waived and the student will not be required to submit a new application. Howev-
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er, if more than one year has elapsed, the student must submit an updated application and
will be charged the application fee.

In order to receive the second degree the student must fulfill the graduation requirements
in effect at the time of enrolling in the second degree program. The graduation petition,
and graduation fee completed for the first degree will not apply to the second degree. Upon
satisfaction of the requirements the student will be awarded a bachelor’s degree, and will
receive a diploma for that program.

Commencement Ceremonies

Graduation is the culmination of the student’s journey, and Saint Katherine College is
proud to honor its graduates with an annual commencement ceremony. Students who have
completed all graduation requirements are invited to participate in the commencement cer-
emony. Students who will have no more than four classes remaining and who are sched-
uled to graduate in the semester immediately following the ceremony may request an ex-
ception to this policy. Exceptions may also be granted for those students who have no more
than two classes remaining and who are actively enrolled in those courses at another insti-
tution. Official documentation of enrollment including the expected date of completion
must be provided before the student may participate. Requests for exceptions should be
addressed to the Registrar.

Student speakers are an important part of each commencement ceremony. One student
from each department is selected as speaker. The student with the highest cumulative
grade point average who plans to participate in the ceremony is invited to represent his or
her department.

Recognition of Honors

Each semester academic excellence is recognized by the publication of the Dean’s and
President’s lists. Students must complete a minimum of twelve credit hours of degree-
applicable courses in the term to be considered for inclusion. The Dean’s list includes
those who have no grade below a "B-" and who achieve a term grade point average of at
least 3.50. A student who qualifies for the Dean's List in a given semester with a grade
point average of 4.00 will also be named to the President's List. Classes passed on a
Pass/Fail basis or classes with grades of "S", "WD", or "W" are not included in Dean's List or
President's List eligibility.

Graduation with honors is awarded to those students who at the completion of their degree
program have earned a cumulative grade point average of 3.50 or above on all work com-
pleted at Saint Katherine College. Students whose cumulative grade point average is 3.50
- 3.69 will graduate with the cum laude designation; 3.70 - 3.89, magna cum laude; and
3.90 - 4.0, summa cum laude.
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records, transcripts and diplomas

Access to Student Educational Records

Saint Katherine College complies with the Family Educational Rights and Privacy Act of
1974. This Act protects the privacy of educational records, establishes the right of students
to inspect and review their educational records and provides guidelines for the correction of
inaccurate or misleading data through informal and formal hearings. Students also have the
right to file complaints with the Family Educational Rights and Privacy Act Office (FERPA)
concerning alleged failures by the institution to comply with the Act. Questions concerning
the Family Educational Rights and Privacy Act may be referred to the Office of the Registrar.

Transcripts and Diplomas

Transcripts, term grade reports, and diplomas will not be released to students who have
failed to meet their financial obligation to the College or have materials and/or fines due to
the Library. Term grade reports are mailed to students at the close of each semester. One
official sealed transcript is mailed to each student upon completion of all degree gradua-
tion requirements, accompanied by an unofficial transcript for the graduate’s review.

Additional transcripts may be ordered from the Records Department. All requests must be
submitted in writing and accompanied by payment. Allow three to five business days for
processing. Details are available from the Records Department (626) 873-2144.

Diplomas will be released to graduates upon completion of all graduation requirements
and fulfillment of all petition requirements, approximately 3 months following the gradua-
tion date. Graduates will be notified when diplomas are available.

Saint Katherine College offers two degree programs: the Bachelor of Arts and the Bachelor
of Science. Both require a minimum of 120 semester hours of credit.

To provide students with a liberal arts education that has depth and breadth, students in-
crementally shift during their degree program from foundational courses that they take in
lock step with their classmates to those that reflect an individualized program of study that
they develop in concert with an academic advisor.

At the same time that the curricula move from the general to the specific, two required four
-year course sequences, Core Integration and “Saint Katherine College Forum” Lecture Se-
ries, emphasize an integrative, interdisciplinary focus on a Judeo-Christian worldview, from
the perspective of Western Civilization . In addition to affording a firm grounding in the
faith, history, literature, philosophy and fine arts that have emerged from ancient to con-
temporary cultures, these courses are designed to develop students’ capacity for critical
thinking, effective writing, and oral communication, on the one hand, and to strengthen
their commitment to Christian discipleship, civic engagement, and life-long learning, on the
other.

Senior year: “What can | contribute?”

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core integration and general studies

Saint Katherine College’s Integrated Core Series is the primary component of a General
Studies reflects the holistic Orthodox Christian worldview in a distinctive and highly con-
temporary form. The entire class of students participates in an ongoing dialogue rich with
diverse opinions, approaches and sources of information.

The Core Integration Core course models the most admirable qualities of higher education.
Students are called upon to participate and converse in a seminar setting (twice weekly in
years one and two, and once weekly in years three and four.) Collaboration and coopera-
tion are fostered by frequent activities and projects. Writing and critical thinking are re-
fined, and the students develop a skill set that supports their future explorations in the col-
lege and beyond.

The advanced seminars at the junior and senior level are especially interdisciplinary in or-
der to help students think about important issues that cross the boundaries of traditional
disciplines. Saint Katherine's Core Integration series embodies the college's focus on a ho-
listic approach to education, linking theory to application through experience and service.

The program consists of five elements:

In these courses, students: 1) sharpen their reading, communication, numerical and infor-
mation retrieval skills, 2) deepen their appreciation for a diversity of ideas, 3) grow in their
ability to think independently, 4) learn to appreciate the wholeness of their own mind, val-
ues and body, 5) build on the careful and creative thinking that will bring them into the
world of scholarship, and 6) learn that leadership is a way of thinking as well as a set of
skills.

Saint Katherine College Forum — Community Lectures (1 unit per semester)

Saint Katherine College offers a series of lectures each first and third Monday evening by
experts in a wide range of academic disciplines. Students are expected to attend the lec-
tures, which are also open to the public. Instructors of the Core Integration seminar and
College Writing Workshop will frequently coordinate their assignments and discussion to
integrate with a lecture that week. The schedule of lecturers and topics is released at the
beginning of each semester.
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CI150A,B - College Writing Workshop “Inquiry, Wisdom & Writing" (1 unit per semester)

Learning to write effectively is an essential component of success both in and out of col-
lege. Hence, participation in one College Writing Workshop each year through the Junior
year, is included as part of the Core Integration Sequence. The course emphasizes inven-
tion, peer response, revising and editing, as students learn to develop and make asser-
tions, support them with appropriate evidence and present them in public form. Students
also learn that the style and content of their writing will affect their success in influencing
audiences. Each year builds on concepts covered in previous years. The workshop format
allows for a great deal of personal interaction between the professor and student. A grade

of C- or better is required in each level of this course for graduation.

GENERAL STUDIES

Besides the Core Integration Series, students are required to complete other basic college-
level courses in addition to courses in the student's selected area or areas of concentra-
tion. The courses listed immediately below are strongly suggested to be taken in the first
year, as they form the basis for future learning. The particular mathematics course to be
taken is determined by whether the student is pursuing a Bachelor of Arts (BA) or a Bache-
lor of Science (BS). Students must demonstrate competence in Mathematics or successful-
ly complete "My Math Test" tutorial and assessment at the college-entry level before begin-
ning the mathematics requirement in the First-Year General Studies program.

TH 100A,B - Fundamentals of Orthodox Theology (3 units per semester)

This course is year-long survey introduction to Orthodox Theology which will provide stu-
dents a foundational understanding of the Orthodox Christian view of God, truth, and
the created world, as pursued through contemplation, philosophy, history, and the arts
and sciences. Focus is placed on the early Church and the apostolic and patristic wit-
ness to the Christian Faith, especially considering the sources and method of Orthodox
theology. Key topics include Orthodox Christian views of the knowability of God, scrip-
ture and revelation, the created universe, the Fall, salvation, the Church, liturgy and
worship, the testimony of the Saints and the theology of the Holy Images, or Icons. This
course also touches upon comparative views of these and other issues, to help the stu-
dent situate Orthodox Christianity in its contemporary religious context. Every St. Kathe-
rine College student must take both semesters of this course before graduation, but it
Is recommended to be taken in the first year of residence.

CH 103A /B- Introduction to Physical Science (A) / Introduction to Natural Science (B)
(3 units per semester)

The first semester of this course covers the basic concepts of physical science: in phys-
ics (motion, energy, thermodynamics, etc.), chemistry (atoms, chemical reactions, or-
ganic compounds), earth science (minerals, tectonics, atmosphere) and astronomy (the
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solar system, structures of space and time). The second semester will introduce natu-
ral science concepts, including cell Biology, biochemistry, genetics, and the biology of
organ systems. Both semesters include lab activities.

MA 101 - Survey of College Mathematics - BA (3 units)

This course provides a general college mathematics course for students pursuing the
Bachelor of Arts degree. Topics include linear equations, matrix algebra, linear program-
ming, probability, and mathematics of finance. The course will prepare students for Ap-
plied Mathematical Models [MA2}. Offered fall.

MA 102 - Applied Mathematical Models - BA (3 units)

This course provides an introduction to the role of mathematical models in society.
Mathematical models will be used to solve real world problems. Models in behavioral,
biological, management and social sciences will be emphasized. This course emphasiz-
es communication, use of technology and collaborative learning. Prerequisite: MA1A or
placement exemption. Offered spring.

MA 103 - Pre-Calculus College Mathematics - BS (3 units)

This first-level mathematics course is intended for students pursuing the Bachelor of
Science degree, but may be taken by students pursuing the Bachelor of Arts degree
without special permission. This course includes algebraic expressions, algebraic equa-
tions, inequalities, functions, graphing. Exponential, logarithmic, and trigonometric func-
tions. The course will prepare students for College Calculus [MA4]. Offered fall.

MA 104 - College Calculus - BS (3 units)

Prerequisite, MA3, Pre-calculus College Mathematics. This course covers inequalities,
functions and graphs, limits and continuity, the derivative, differentiation of algebraic
and trigonometric functions, applications of differentiation, the definite integral, and
applications of the definite integral. Offered spring.

EL - Experiential Learning

The requirement encourages students to engage the world about them actively and to
reflect insightfully about their experiences. Included in experiential learning are intern-
ships/co-ops, service learning activities, undergraduate research programs, leadership
activities and individualized learning, and study abroad coursework. Students may ap-
ply up to 16 semester units toward graduation from Experiential Learning. No more

than 4 units of Experiential Learning may be undertaken and applied per year.
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Studies in the Arts and Sciences

Saint Katherine students take courses from a variety of areas, learning facts and ideas
from professors and disciplines outside their majors. As they complete their Studies in the
Arts and Sciences, Saint Katherine students learn that there are multiple ways to examine
problems and differing strategies for the development of solutions.

Advanced Studies

Upper-level courses outside the student's concentration carry the broad Saint Katherine

education past the introductory level. A required interdisciplinary seminar in the Senior year
provides the capstone to the Core Integration series. Students work closely with a professor
as they use intellectual skills to cross the borders between traditional academic disciplines.
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Students may take any 100- or 200-level concentration course as an elective. Courses at
the 300- and 400-level are reserved for those who have officially selected the concentra-
tion. Students must successfully complete at least 30 credits at the 300- and 400-level
in one area of concentration in order to earn a degree.

Saint Katherine College presently offers two degrees: The Bachelor of Arts and the Bache-
lor of Science.

The Bachelor of Arts degree offers seven areas of concentration, namely, Art, Economics,
English Language & Literature, History, Music, Philosophy, Public Policy or Theology.

The Bachelor of Science degree offers four areas of concentration, namely, Biological Sci-
ences, Biotechnology, Chemistry, or Management Science.

In addition to the eleven above-named concentrations, a student may craft an Interdiscipli-
nary concentration in consultation with the student’s faculty advisor and the Dean. An In-
terdisciplinary concentration is a combination of any two concentrations. If the Interdisci-
plinary program includes studies in both the Arts and Sciences, the Degree offered will be
a Bachelor of Arts degree, unless the student also completes all coursework required for
the Bachelor of Science degree.

ART (AR)

The goal of the Art Concentration is to enable students to explore the history of art and
architecture across a broad historical, cultural, geographic, and methodological spectrum
as well as to teach the methods of art. Sample courses are listed below.

Three other methods for adding to the curriculum are as follows: (1) Faculty members may
opt to offer a course in their area of specialization during a particular semester. The course
will appear in the catalog or as an addendum to the catalog; (2)Two or more students con-
centrating in art may submit a group request to the dean that a specific course be offered.
The dean will determine whether an appropriate faculty member is available to teach the
class; and (3) A student may develop an independent study course in collaboration with a
faculty member who then supervises the course.

BIOLOGICAL SCIENCES (BI)

The Biological Sciences concentration in the Bachelor of Science Degree (BS) is designed
to build on a solid foundation in mathematics and physical science by providing an intro-
duction to the basic facts, concepts, problems, and methodologies of biological science.
The option serves as a basis for graduate study in any field of biology or for admission to
the study of medicine. Instruction is offered in the form of participation in the ongoing re-
search programs of the faculty, as well as in formal course work. Course work emphasizes
the more general and fundamental properties of living organisms, and areas of current re-
search interest, rather than the traditional distinct fields within the life sciences. The major
prepares students for entry into graduate and medical school.

The faculty encourages undergraduate participation in its research program and believes
that research participation should be a part of each student’s program of study. Students
may elect to prepare an undergraduate thesis. Research opportunities may be arranged
with individual faculty members, or guidance may be obtained from a student’s individual
faculty adviser in the division or from the biology undergraduate student adviser.

Three other methods for adding to the curriculum are as follows: (1) Faculty members may
opt to offer a course in their area of specialization during a particular semester. The course
will appear in the catalog or as an addendum to the catalog; (2) Two or more students con-
centrating in art may submit a group request to the dean that a specific course be offered.
The dean will determine whether an appropriate faculty member is available to teach the
class; and (3) A student may develop an independent study course in collaboration with a
faculty member who then supervises the course.

BIOTECHNOLOGY (BT)

Biotechnology has emerged as a major contributor to the advancement of agriculture, med-
icine, and environmental sciences. The biotechnology industry is becoming one of the most
promising segments in the nation’s economy. The industry’s primary goal is to invent new
biologically active substances for the treatment of disease, to produce more nutritious and
more plentiful sources of foods, and to innovate ways to clean up the environment and ex-
plore alternative fuel sources.

Three other methods for adding to the curriculum are as follows: (1) Faculty members may
opt to offer a course in their area of specialization during a particular semester. The course
will appear in the catalog or as an addendum to the catalog; (2) Two or more students con-
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centrating in art may submit a group request to the dean that a specific course be offered.
The dean will determine whether an appropriate faculty member is available to teach the
class; and (3) A student may develop an independent study course in collaboration with a
faculty member who then supervises the course.

CHEMISTRY & BIOCHEMISTRY (CH)

Study in the chemistry & biochemistry option (BS) leads, especially when followed by gradu-
ate work, to careers in teaching and research at colleges and universities, in research for
government and industry, in the operation and control of manufacturing processes, and in
management and development positions in the chemical industry.

Students are expected to work out individual programs suitable for their interests and pro-
fessional goals in consultation with their advisers. Several representative programs, includ-
ing sets of possible electives, are shown below. These may well approximate choices by
students who intend to do graduate work in conventional areas of chemistry. The Chemistry
& Biochemistry concentration also prepares students for entry into medical school.

The goal of the Economics Concentration is to equip students with the basic tools to under-
stand the operation of a modern economy: the origin and role of prices and markets, the
allocation of goods and services, and the factors that enter into the determination of in-
come, employment, and pricing.

ENGLISH LANGUAGE & LITERATURE (EN)

The undergraduate program (BA) in English Language and Literature provides students with
the opportunity to intensively study works of literature, drama, and film originally written in
English. Courses address fundamental questions about topics such as the status of litera-
ture within culture, the literary history of a period, the achievements of a major author, the
defining characteristics of a genre, the politics of interpretation, the formal beauties of indi-
vidual works, and the methods of literary scholarship and research.

The study of English may be pursued as preparation for graduate work in literature or other
disciplines, or as a complement to general education. The English option provides excellent
preparation for students seeking careers in law, business, administration, and medicine.
The emphasis on writing critical essays helps students develop the communication skills
necessary for success in their fields. Students in the English department learn how to ask
probing questions of a large body of material; how to formulate, analyze, and judge ques-
tions and their answers; and how to present both questions and answers in clear, cogent
prose. To the end of cultivating and testing these skills, which are central to virtually any
career, each course offered by the department stresses writing.

The option in English provides students with a broad education in English and American
literatures, their historical contexts, and different approaches to their study. During the sen-
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ior year, English majors will enroll in EN 404 with a faculty member chosen by mutual
agreement. EN 404a is devoted to research and EN 404b to writing a substantial research
paper. This paper provides the most important means for evaluating a major’s progress in
the rigorous study of English.

Although the main focus of the English program is to develop reading, writing, and research
skills, the value of bringing a range of disciplinary perspectives to bear on the works stud-
led is also recognized. Besides offering a wide variety of courses in English, the department
encourages students to integrate the intellectual concerns of other fields into their study of
literature and film. This is done by permitting up to two courses outside the English depart-
ment to be counted as part of the major if a student can demonstrate the relevance of the-
se courses to his or her program of study.

Students who are not majoring in English Language and Literature may also pursue studies
in English and Creative Writing, which is designed for students who want to pursue concen-
trated study in English and/or American literature and/or Creative Writing, without the ex-
tensive course work and the senior thesis required by the English BA option.

In certain courses, quantitative methods
drawn from the social sciences are applied to historical studies.

The Interdisciplinary Studies Concentration offers qualified undergraduates the opportunity
to shape an interdisciplinary plan of course work centered in, but not necessarily restricted
to, study in the humanities. The program is meant to accommodate a course of study that

could not otherwise be carried out easily within the structures of a single disciplinary major.

One of the notable features of the program is the requirement that all Interdisciplinary
Studies majors complete a formal BA paper at the end of their term of study that integrates
the disparate fields of each student’s study in a truly interdisciplinary manner. A BA paper
will normally consist of an analytical research paper. An alternative option is a creative BA
project, which would be accompanied by an analytical write-up of the project’s background,

INTERDISCIPLINARY STUDIES (IS)

conceptual problem(s), and methodology.

PROGRAM OF STUDY (DEGREE REQUIREMENTS)

Each student’s program of study must meet the following six distribution requirements:
1. Six courses in a primary field or in closely integrated subject areas in more than one

field.

2. Three courses in a first supporting field or in closely integrated subject areas in more

than one field.

3. Three courses in a second supporting field or in closely integrated subject areas in

more than one field.
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A “field” is defined in one of three ways:
A selection of courses from a traditional department,
A traditional discipline spread over more than one department, or
An interdisciplinary set of courses under a certain rubric (such as an “American stud-
ies” field containing courses from English, History, other departments).

Students are encouraged to create their six-course field from a single, traditional disci-
pline, so that, however broad their program, they can also have some depth of
learning in a single discipline.

Any one of the fields listed under 1, 2, and 3 may be drawn from outside the humani-
ties.

4. Two courses or one sequence of two courses (drawn from offerings in the humanities)
that emphasizes intellectual approaches or critical methods germane to a student’s partic-
ular interdisciplinary course program.

5. 1S 300, the BA Colloquium in the Spring semester of the third year, which meets three
times over the semester and is taught by the IS BA preceptor. The purpose of this course is
for each student to begin working on the structure and argument of the BA paper that he or
she will complete the following year. At the end of the course, each student will have writ-
ten a proposal for the BA paper, which will generally be a précis of the argument that the
student anticipates making. Grading for this course is Pass/Fail (P/F) for all students.

6. IS 340 (Preparation of the BA Project). This course is structured as an independent
study. The instructor will be the student’s faculty BA adviser. It should be taken in the Fall
semester of fourth year, but in special circumstances may be taken in Spring semester of
fourth year. The faculty adviser will devise a plan of reading and writing for the student and
will critique drafts of the student’s BA paper as they develop.

Program of Study (Degree Requirements)

Management science is a professional discipline that applies the scientific and mathemati-
cal approaches of operations research to managerial decision-making and prepares stu-
dents for business administration and future graduate studies including the MBA pro-
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grams. This includes the opportunity to develop skills in strategic marketing functions such
as new product development, pricing, sales force management, advertising, promotion,
and consumer information management. The major combines quantitative methods such
as probabilistic analysis, statistical inference, optimization, mathematical modeling, and
computer programming with qualitative skills in communication, psychology, and organiza-
tional behavior. Management science is applied in virtually all areas of business, industry,
and government, including:

Marketing

Operations management

High-tech, engineering, and manufacturing
Transportation systems

Service industries such as health care and insurance
Strategic consulting

Management science provides a systematic approach to business problems using quantita-
tive tools and qualitative methods that assess the human and social dimensions of these
issues. Management science techniques account for real world complications and con-
straints in an effort to provide sound, viable solutions to managerial problems. The result is
often a substantial savings of time, money, and resources.

The degree program offers:

PUBLIC POLICY STUDIES (PP)

Public policy studies offers students the opportunity to pursue interdisciplinary study of do-
mestic and international policy issues. The primary disciplines among the teaching faculty
are economics, political science, public health and sociology. Course work emphasizes the
application of these disciplines to real-world policy issues. The program of study for the BA
degree in public policy studies is designed to introduce students to policy analysis and im-
plementation, equip them to use quantitative and economic techniques and methods, train
them in policy research, and give them a command of at least one particular policy area.
Students may focus their interests on domestic policy concerns or on international or for-
eign matters. Those interested in domestic issues can assemble a selection of courses
from offerings in a variety of topics after completion of Introduction to Public Policy Studies
(PP 100). For example, students can specialize in urban problems, the influence of the la-
bor market, the family, and social attitudes on the status of various income and racial
groups. As a further example, students can specialize in policy implementation, taking
courses in the economics of public management, organizational decision making, and com-
plex organizations, among others.

The program also encourages students to have an internship experience either during the
academic year or during the summer. Public Policy 300 offers academic course credit for
students completing an approved, policy-oriented internship.

THEOLOGY (TH)

The way in which religion shapes human thought and action, human history and current
events is exceedingly complex and vital to understanding the world around us. Theology
engages the perennial questions about God, faith, and human society. The Theology major
investigates religion and religious thought, how religion shapes and is shaped by human
cultures, and what it means for human beings to follow God in faith. The program (BA) in
Theology exposes students to different sources, problems and methodologies. Students will
explore one particular question in-depth by writing a senior paper. The program is well-
suited for students who wish to take interdisciplinary approaches to the study of Theology,
including historical, philosophical, sociological, or literary-critical. The interests of such stu-
dents may be descriptive, explanatory, or normative.
