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How much money can | make doing massage?

Massage salaries can be varied depending a person’s industry experience, practice location or
business proprietorship. There are practitioners who have made around $180,000 per year for
several years doing massage. (See: Thriving Massage Practice) There are also many practitioners
who scrape by month after month. In-between there is a broad range of folks, including part-
timers, full-timers and entrepreneurs with multiple employees.

Massage therapists earn a competitive annual income when compared to other health care
support workers. Today’s massage therapist:

« Charges an average of $58 for one hour of massage

« Earns an average wage of $39 an hour (including tips) for all massage-related work

« Earns an average annual income of $29,250 (including tips) by providing 15 hours of
massage per week

Who hires hire massage therapist school graduates?
Massage therapists are hired to work in a number of private and public settings:

e Airports
e Fitness Centers
e Hospitals

e Nursing Homes

e Private Offices

Some massage therapists also travel to clients’ homes or offices to provide a massage. It is not
uncommon for full-time massage therapists to divide their time among several different settings,
depending on the clients and locations scheduled.

Developing a rewarding massage therapy career can take anywhere from a few months to a few
years. Most successful massage therapists reach a good practice level within two years, though
some take longer. Your practice will thrive if you focus on these important elements:

e Understand your ambition and goals

« Maintain positive energy levels

o Develop effective marketing and networking efforts

e Value your local reputation — word of mouth can increase your clientele
