e “Students Available for Graduation” is the number of students who began the program minus the number of students
who have died, been incarcerated, or been called to active military duty.

e “Number of On-time Graduates” is the number of students who completed the program within 100% of the published
program length within the reporting calendar year.

e “On-time Completion Rate” is the number of on-time graduates divided by the number of students available for
graduation.

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STUDENT’S RIGHT TO CANCEL

. You have the right to cancel your agreement for a program of instruction, without any penalty or obligations, through
attendance at the first class session or the seventh calendar day after enrollment, whichever is later.
