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STUDENT'S RIGHT TO CANCEL

Cancellation, withdrawal, and refund policies, include an explanation that the student
has the right to cancel the enrollment agreement and obtain a refund of charges paid
through attendance at the first-class session, or the seventh day after enrollment,
whichever is later.

CEC 94919. Institution Participating in Federal Student Financial Aid Programs

a) An institution that participates in the federal student financial aid programs complies
with this article by complying with applicable regulations of the federal student financial
aid programs under Title IV of the federal Higher Education Act of 1965.

b) The institution shall advise each student that a notice of cancellation shall be in
writing, and that a withdrawal may be effectuated by the student's written notice or by
the student's conduct, including, but not necessarily limited to, a student's lack of
attendance.

c) The institution shall also provide a pro rata refund of nonfederal student financial aid
program moneys paid for institutional charges to students who have completed 60
percent or less of the period of attendance.

d) Institutions shall refund 100 percent of the amount paid for institutional charges, less
a reasonable deposit or application fee not to exceed two hundred fifty dollars ($250), if
notice of cancellation is made through attendance at the first class session, or the
seventh day after enroliment, whichever is later.

Refund Policy: After the cancellation period, the institution provides a pro rata refund of
ALL funds paid for tuition charges to students who have completed 60 percent or less of
the period of attendance. Once more than 60 percent of the period of attendance has
elapsed (including absences), there will be no refund to the student. If the student has
received federal student financial aid funds, the student may be entitled to a refund of
monies not paid from federal student financial aid program funds. This policy applies to
all terminations for any reason, by either party, including student decision, course or
program cancellation or school closure.
